The medical elements are very
realistic and they are also essential to the plot. | don’t like it when medical terminology is used
simply because the story is a medical romance.l also appreciate that the romantic relationship
between the hero doctor and heroine doctor is as pervasive as I've ever seen in a romance. When
the hero and heroine are not interacting, they are still thinking about each other and the relationship.
