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Evan Angler is safe, for now. He lives without the Mark, evading DOME and writing in the shadows

of Beacon. But if anyone asks, you know nothing about him. Don't make eye contact if you see him.

Don't call his name out loud. He's in enough trouble already. And so are you, if you read his books.
