This book was a disappointment. I am a horse lover and really enjoyed Joe

CampÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s book ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“The Soul of a HorseÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•. But

ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Born WildÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â• has very little information about horses in the wild or

about the process of adopting and domesticating wild horses. The only specific information provided

about domesticating a wild horse is that he used No Agenda Time successfully. And there is some

well-written imaginary description of a wild herd. The rest of the book is a political tract containing a

one sided attack on the BLM and its violation of the 1971 Wild Free-Roaming Horse and Burro Act

to favor special interest ranchers. I would have appreciated hearing about the broader picture, both

sides of the argument as well as a factual account of the ultimate economic consequences,

intended and unintended, positive and negative, for the consumer and taxpayer of the

BLMÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s current operations as well as of their operations if they followed the current

law. Joe Camp gives some monetary statistics about the increased cost to the consumer of the

BLMÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚â„¢s current operations, but does not provide any information about the cost or

availability to consumers of beef if the ranchers were not subsidized, nor discussion of any other

consequences, nor any history of the wild horses prior to the 1971 Act. He simply alleges repeatedly

that the BLM is in violation of the law and urges lawsuits against the BLM to make them comply with

the law. Okay, I get the point. It is really tiresome to read the same thing over and over. Joe Camp

states ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Å“Forcing proper enforcement of the law would effect the ultimate solution to

the problemÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â¦ÃƒÂ¢Ã‚â‚¬Ã‚Â•. Maybe. But what would he propose if the ranchers

then influenced Congress to change the law? Are there any other solutions? None are proposed or

discussed. This book was too shallow for me; it needed more ideas and a better editor.

This book kept me wanting to read more & couldn't put it down. The plight of the wild horses has

always interested me & I have signed petitions for the roundups of the wild horses to be stopped.

Joe suggests in this book that lawyers come to the rescue to have them stopped & it seems that this

is the only way to get it accomplished. Taking the horses from their homeland disrupts their families

& even causes death of the foals & adults. The bureau of land management (BLM) only caters to

the ranchers wanting all the land for their cattle & sheep which eat the grass to nothing, leaving dust

& dirt. The government made the law to protect the wild horses & they are breaking their own

law.Something has to be done about it which Joe Camp is telling the reader. I plan to read more of

his books, this one was very well written.
